Top tips for your application

· This is the Northwest Business Environment Awards and the judges are looking for a business approach to the environment. They want to see evidence of how your environmental practice, management, service, technology or product has benefited your business. 

· Read what each award is about and make sure you are entering the right award for your business.

· Make sure you explain your business approach and success concisely – try to avoid specialist jargon.

· Each entry to the awards competes with many others from across the region. To make your submission appeal to the judges, try to include a summary of your headline achievements, factual evidence to support your submissions and, wherever possible, quantify the impact of your work.

· Don’t rush your application. Take the time to think through your answers and speak to your colleagues about your entry. It may be a good idea for someone outside the business to look through your submission.

· Please try and answer all the questions but don’t worry if your answers are short. The judges are not expecting a lengthy submission – try and summarise your results.

· If possible, include a quote or endorsement from a customer, a member of the community or one of your stakeholders. Photographs and illustrations can help too.

· Be aware that if you are short listed, you may receive a visit from the judges and be involved in the PR and marketing drive supporting the awards.

· Remember to include details of any future plans for additional improvements or developments.
